The God Enquiry
An exploration of God and Belief, for all who want to engage with life’s ultimate issue, free from pressure to conform or to believe
Each of the ten sessions lasts approximately one and a half hours and includes an inter-active presentation, a refreshments break and group/open discussion 
Part One: Is There Room in the Universe for God?
How do we know what is real?
(Engaging with questions of belief…..reason, intuition and experience…..the particular challenge of Christian theology..... recognising prejudices…..the physical universe…..the possibility that non-physical things exist)
What is Mind and how important is it? 
(Theories of reality: physical materialism, dualism, emergence…..brains and minds….. holistic materialism…..intrinsic dualism…..the primacy of matter or mind…..monism…..the possibility that theism and reality are Compatible)
Part Two: Can We Make Sense of God?
What do we mean by ‘God’?

(The concept of a supreme being…..God as a personal being.....how we talk about God…..the idea of ‘theodigms’)
If God exists, why would God create anything?

(God, eternity and beginnings.....time and space…..the nature of matter….. evolution…..God, humans and freewill)
If God exists, what might God be like?

(Defining ‘good’…..the necessity of relationship…..the place of humans in the universe)
If God exists, what does God have to do with us?

(Non-coercion…..the nature of revelation…..human freedom…..incarnation…..sin)
How could both God and Evil exist?

(The death of God-Incarnate…..incarnation and ‘mystical’ theism….. The necessity of death…..the question of punishment…..the power of love)
What might a Christian View of God look like?

(Creation…..trinity…..incarnation…..salvation…..revelation…..Christian living…..prayer)
Part Three: Might God be Real?

What difference might the Resurrection of Jesus make?

(The New Testament documents and their environment…..Paul and the resurrection…..possible interpretations of the resurrection…..The ‘appearance’ narratives…..the empty tomb narratives…..resurrection faith)
How can we make up our minds about God?

(Personal biases…..reason, intuition and experience…..intuition and making sense of reality…..the limits of experience…..making our minds up)
