Rules of entry – CHILDREN’S ART COMPETITION
1. To enter, PARTICIPANT(S) must be 16 years or under by                         20 May 2015
2. The following information (IN BLOCK CAPITALS)must be placed on an ENTRY FORM or on back of each entry: 

· Name, age, home address, telephone number.
· Category and title of entry.

· School name, address, telephone number and teacher’s name (if applicable)

· Signature of your parent, teacher or guardian (please note that one signature from an Art Teacher will be sufficient to cover all entries from a class). 

3. Up to two pieces of artwork A4 size may be submitted. 
4. Art work (entry) must be certified as being original and unaided work by parent, guardian or school teacher.

5. The Judging Panel is responsible for the allocation of awards and the decision of the Chairperson of the Judging Panel is final and no correspondence will be entered into regarding that decision. 

6. All entries shall be the property of St. Patrick’s Church, Broughshane, who shall also be the owner of the copyright and will not accept liability for loss or damage to any work submitted. 

7. All entries together with the young artists’ details (name, age, school or town) may be used in publicity campaigns (such as calendars, cards, posters, church website and other point of sale materials) Photographs of the winners together with their names and ages may be used in publicity campaigns where the parents or guardians of the winners have given their consent. 

8. The rules of the Competition may not be changed or modified and will strictly be applied.
