The Evening Praise Service at 6.30pm will be open to everyone. (It may be that some churches suggest to their parishioners to attend “Connor Big Sing” instead of holding their usual evening service on that Sunday) 

The Dean and Chapter members at Lisburn Cathedral invited singers, musicians and clergy from across the Diocese to “Connor Big Sing” 2018. It is our desire to contribute to the worshipping life of the Diocese by providing this training day in  contemporary Christian music followed by an Evening Praise Service.
